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House District & Precinct Leadership

House District Leadership

House Districts Officers are required in Tulsa, Oklahoma, and Cleveland Counties due to their large number of precincts. In the absence of House District
Leadership, these duties are assumed by the Precinct Officers.

The House District Officers serve a two-year term of office that starts and ends in late March every odd numbered year. During this term of office, the
House District Officers will take the responsibility for all elections held within the assigned House District, including City, School Board and County
elections.

The primary role of the House District Officers will be to supervise and coordinate the Precinct leaders and volunteers within the House District, acting as an
interface between the Precinct leaders and their respective County Democratic Party Officers. House District Leaders are not delegates to
conventions.

Precinct Leadership

Precinct leaders and volunteers in the Oklahoma Democratic Party are a network of activists statewide with the electoral goal of boosting turnout of likely
Democratic voters in their neighborhood, cities and counties. Precinct leaders achieve their goals with the backing, resources, and direction from
candidates and state and local party organizations. The precinct is the smallest political unit in Oklahoma politics. There are 2,108 precincts in
Oklahoma dividing up 77 counties of the State. Size of precincts range from fewer than 100 registered voters to well over 2,000. They cover both
urban and rural areas. In a close election, whether statewide or local, a strong precinct operation may likely decide the outcome. There are about
300 precincts in Oklahoma County. Precinct leaders are delegates to conventions.

Money may buy expensive media, but precinct organizers get the votes out. Votes, not money, win elections. Active volunteers in precincts are the real
currency of successful campaigns.
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Precinct teams drive the success of the Oklahoma Democratic Party and its candidates.

While the task and importance of being a precinct leader is priceless, it requires about15-2 0 hour s of anerthéicdurseof dual * s
many months of an election cycle to meet the minimal obligations of a precinct leader. To be an ideal precinct leader, an individual
should stay in touch with house district & county party leadership, assist the county party and canvass his or her precinct at least once
for Democratic candidates before an election, and please plan to donate a your time in the last 72 hours of a General Election. Of
course there are many other valuable tasks an ambitious precinct leader can complete, such as voter registration, but the activities
specifically mentioned above are the ones most essentialo meeting our goals and program requirements.

What is Our Primary Tool?

VAN- Voter Action Network-

The VAN is the tool that Oklahoma Democrats Precinct Leaders, House District Leaders, County Officers, District Officers, Candidates & the
State Party use to generate walk and call lists and keep track of individual voters in their precincts. This tool is used to update voter
files, contact voters for campaigns and to connect with voters on behalf of the Democratic Party, at all levels. This resource is updated

by those using it so there can be a lapse in information.

As a Precinct Leader you have access to voters in your precinct. Your level of VAN access is contingent on your elected position of office for
the Democratic party. Contact your House District Chair or County Secretary if you have not received your access information. Please
be professional and respectful when calling homes or knocking on doors on behalf of the Democratic Party, you are a representative

for our work and party building.
